VITICULTURE
Heavier bearing older 
vineyards scattered 
around the Cape prove 
the ideal conditions for 
this bright and vibrant 
rosé.

VINIFICATION
The grapes for this 
wine are picked early 
at 20 degrees Balling  
to ensure maximum 
acidity and fruit 
ripeness. The Pinotage 
grapes are then 
crushed and 
fermented cool in 
stainless steel tanks. 
Whole berry crushed.
